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JEWELS OF NEPAL 
Kathmandu – Chitwan – Pokhara – Kathmandu 

07 Nights / 08 Days 

 
Day 01: Arrive Kathmandu 
On arrival at Kathmandu airport met and assist for transfer to your hotel. Kathmandu is the capital of Nepal 
and Kathmandu Valley is the political and cultural heart of the Kingdom. The urban sprawl that makes up 
modern Kathmandu is in fact two cities, Patan and Kathmandu. Overnight at Hotel 
 
Day 02: Kathmandu 
This morning leave for a visit of the Hindu culture in Nepal, Pashupatinath. This is the place where holy 
saddhus pray and cremations on the Bagmati River are carried out. We then continue to the holiest shrine for 
the Buddhist culture in Nepal, Bouddhanath, with its large stupa, this is the place where all devout Buddhists 
come for a pilgrimage. Later visit City Durbar Square, famous for old palaces, temples, Kumari Ghar and so 
on, and finally move on to Syambhunath, famous world heritage sight with magnificent views of the 
Kathmandu valley and tribute to Buddhism. Overnight at Hotel 
 
Day 03: Kathmandu – Chitwan (180 Kms / 05 Hrs) 
After breakfast drive to Chitwan. Chitwan National Park is the most famous national park in Nepal which offers 
450 species of birds including four species of deer, leopard, sloth bear, wild boar & much other wildlife. This 
park is well known for one horned Rhinoceros & it is a shelter for few Royal Bengal Tigers. Besides this Chitwan 
also supports a great variety of flora & fauna, upon arrival transfer and check into the Hotel; dinner and 
overnight at Hotel / Lodge at Chitwan 
 
Day 04: Chitwan 
Enjoy Jungle observation at Chitwan National park, the highlight being the Elephant Safari in the jungles. 
Other activities are Canoeing, Dugout canoe, Nature Walk and Bird Watching. Also experience walking through 
the forests with naturalists and watch the Native folk dances of the Terais. Overnight at Hotel 
 
Day 05: Chitwan – Pokhara (180 Kms / 05 Hrs) 
Travel by road this morning to the beautiful and serene valley town of Pokhara (2,352 feet) the 25,000+ peaks 
of the Annapurna and Dhaulagiri ranges rise a scant 20 miles away with no intervening ridges to spoil the view. 
Upon arrival at Pokhara check-in to the hotel; evening free for personal activities, one can go for boat ride on 
Phewa Lake or shopping on the Lake side on own. Overnight stay in Pokhara 
 
Day 06: Pokhara 
In the morning, enjoy a half day tour of the town: visit Bindbasini Temple, one of the oldest temples in 
Pokhara was a part of Kaski Kingdom, the main deity of the temple, Goddess Durga, Davis Falls, also known as 
Patale Chango is an awesome waterfall lying 2km southwest of Pokhara. Just opposite of Davis falls, on the 
other side of the road, visit Gupteshwor Cave. Remainder of the day free at leisure, or to relax in the 
splendour of the beautiful surroundings; Overnight at Hotel 
 
Day 07: Pokhara - Kathmandu (210 Kms / 06 Hrs) 
Drive back to Kathmandu retracing the same path & transfer to hotel. Upon arrival transfer to the hotel, rest 
of the day at leisure or one can indulge in shopping or visit the casinos trying their lady luck. Overnight at 
Hotel 
 
Day 08: Kathmandu / Depart 
Morning will be comparatively free and closer to the time of your flight; you will be transferred to the airport 
in time to board your flight for onward journey.
